Resumen.

Asistimos a una época confusa, es por ello que es necesario fortalecer por diversos medios,
la capacidad de cuestionarse y cuestionar el contexto, transformar de manera efectiva un
estado de cosas no deseado, movilizar la capacidad de asumir responsabilidades concretas,
como lo reclam6 Camilo Torres Restrepo (a 50 afos de su muerte) al hablar del “Amor
Eficaz”, el amor que transforma, ese que es efectivo, que no solo reflexiona y caracteriza
sino que se compromete vital y existencialmente.
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Isabel Rouber afirma en su texto reproducido por la Revista El Agora USB, en la presente
edicion que “el poder del capital hace aguas, y sus personeros lo saben. Por ello, mas
agresivas se tornan sus politicas defensivas. Si la puerta se entreabre, saben, terminara
abierta... Y se defienden; de ahi su peligrosidad y ferocidad. Estos son tiempos de colapso
civilizatorio y como tal hay que entenderlos y reflexionarlos” (Rouber , 2016).

Es una época confusa, todo se entre mezcla, las luchas o pierden sentido o terminan afinando
el papel del poder hegemonico que niega al ser humano, pero que contradictoriamente lo
reafirma en sus discursos; es una época en el que urge como lo expresara Hugo Zemelman
la recuperacién del sujeto, uno ubicado, en contexto determinados, con capacidad de
transformar de manera efectiva, de cuestionarse y cuestionar el contexto; pero ante todo,
con la capacidad de comprometerse de manera real, de asumir su responsabilidad histérica
como lo reclam6 Camilo Torres Restrepo (hoy a 50 afios de su muerte) al hablar del “Amor
Eficaz”, el amor que transforma, ese que es efectivo, que no solo reflexiona y caracteriza
sino que se compromete vital y existencialmente.

El modelo hegemonico se impone de diversas formas y se hace cada vez mas mediatico, pero
lo que no varia es el uso directo o indirecto de la fuerza, de la violencia fisica. Dicho modelo
avanza paso seguro, con su lectura econémico marcada por la ganancia, la acumulacién,
el crecimiento permanente y su discurso gira en torno al desarrollo como su religién, el
progreso como su ética, una ética atrapada en el discurso del mercado, dinamicas que
dan lugar al avance de grandes proyectos de infraestructura, los cuales requieren mayor
velocidad, mayor gestion; en este universo el ser humano se pierde, es atrapado, al igual que
la naturaleza, ella es un recurso que importa en la medida que permite dicho “progreso”,
dicho “Desarrollo”.

Por ejemplo, La economia extractiva, la manera como el mercado internacional retoma
presencia reactivando diversos tratados que terminan favoreciendo multinacionales por
encima de la tradicional forma de extraer los recurso al punto de reformar la normatividad y
generar en el imaginario colectivo la idea de que esas practicas tradicionales de la pequena
y mediana mineria nacional son actividades ilegales, y ambientalmente destructivas, y que
tal situacion se salvara unica y exclusivamente entregando la actividad extractiva a quienes
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saben y cuidan el medio ambiente, las multinacionales extranjeras, este es un ejemplo de
lo expuesto (Juarez, 2016). E1 modelo aprendié de la experiencia y hoy se nos presenta con

diversas caras “verde”, “eco-légica”

Esta realidad genera impactos importantes en las comunidades, en las regiones, en lo
local, alli, al mismo tiempo, se articulan respuestas diversas, multiples, pensadas desde las
comunidades que buscan definir su lugar en la defensa del buen vivir.

Estos procesos que se generan desde las comunidades locales, aunque navegan a velocidades
diferentes, cobran un especial valor en tanto reivindican valores, principios que nos permiten
“ser humanos” y que exigen “integrar la naturaleza como sujeto politico”.

Vale decir que mientras las comunidades reflexionan, proponen, se articulan, tratan a toda costa
de sobrevivir frente a los impactos que les trae el modelo, éste se va acomodando y aprendiendo
de dichas luchas generado nuevas dinamicas de dominacién incluso con cara amigable.

Se advertia ya hace algun tiempo, por ejemplo, que el Agua es el recurso por el cual estariamos
asistiendo a nuevos 6rdenes globales, nuevas divisiones y dinamicas de reposicionamiento
del capital, hoy esto ya es una realidad contundente,; el agua y los servicios publicos son
ejes de disputa, incluyendo las dinamicas que se han generado en torno a una concepcion
de la prestacion de los servicios publicos que se mueven bajo las dinamicas del interés
privado, como lo advierte el profesor Luis Alfredo Bohorquez Caldera (Bohorquez Caldera,
2016), Irene Piedrahita Arcila, Carolina Pefia Padierna (Piedrahita Arcila & Pefa Padierna,
2016) y Alfonso Insuasty (Insuasty Rodriguez , 2016) en sus textos.

Es la poblacion, las comunidades las que sufren de manera directa el impacto del modelo,
pero aun asi siguen resistiendo y realizando propuestas desde su sentir, pensar, siempre
buscando alternativas propias y al mismo tiempo exigiendo a la institucionalidad sean
tenidas en cuenta, tal es el caso de las luchas que las victimas de este conflicto armado que
se ha desarrollado en Colombia, proponen a la manera como se ha entendido el tema de la
recuperacion de memoria para la verdad histérica y se ha ido desarrollando la reparaciéon
desde un enfoque eminentemente indemnizatorio, evitando asi la recuperacién de ese tejido
social que posibilita la defensa de los territorios y por ende la generacién de diversos y
plurales proyectos y planes de vida (Villa Gémez & Insuasty Rodriguez, 2016); (Moreno
Camacho & Diaz Rico, 2016)

Ante esta situacion es importante aunar esfuerzos maultiples, desde la academia, las
propuestas educativas dentro y fuera del sistema, la investigacién académica y popular,
desde el fortalecimiento organizativo, la movilizacion, desde la articulacion de las diferentes
fuerzas vivas de la sociedad para rescatar el valor de las propuestas sociales, comunitarias,
su cultura, su vida y existencia, en este orden Afredo Ghiso manifiesta que “los dialogos
e intercambios, entonces, no han sido, ni son ajenos a estos contextos, y es en ellos que
se vienen configurando los referentes tedricos, metodologicos y praxicos de las actuales
propuestas de formacion de educadores sociales y de proyectos de pedagogia social critica
en América Latina” (Ghiso , 2016).

Y es en este sentido que cobra vital importancia propuestas como la recuperacion de memoria
en y desde las comunidades, eso que les da identidad y que atin pervive como es el caso
de la experiencias planteada en relacion a la recuperacion de las practicas alimenticias de
algunas familias ubicadas en la comuna ocho de Medellin (Colombia), para comprender sus
condiciones de posibilidad en la comunidad afrodescendiente que por factores personales,
grupales, culturales, politicos o econémicos, se han visto obligados a migrar a un contexto
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diferente al suyo, donde sus practicas y estilos de vida han sufrido algunas modificaciones
(Alvarez Torres, y otros, 2016).

La filosofia franciscana propone alternativas basadas en el ser humano, la recuperaciéon
de valores como la fraternidad, la acogida, el respeto por la diferencia, por la hermana
naturaleza, recupara el valor del encuentro, de la verdad y exige para quien asi lo asuma,
como movimiento de sus voluntad, el compromiso serio y decidido en defensa de la vida,
del otro, del colectivo.

CONSTRUCTION OF SENSES.

Abstract.

We are witnessing a confusing time, so it is necessary to strengthen, through diverse
means, the capacity of asking oneself and questioning the context, to effectively transform
an unwanted state of affairs, to mobilize the capacity of assuming specific responsibilities,
such as Camilo Torres Restrepo claimed ( 50 years after his death) when he spoke about
the “Effective love”, the love that transforms, that which is effective, which not only reflects
and characterizes, but which is vitally and existentially committed.

Isabel Rouber states in her text reproduced by the El Agora USB Journal, in this edition,
“the power of capital fails through again, and their representatives know it. Therefore,
their defensive policies become more aggressive. If the door is ajar, you know, it will end
up open... And they defend themselves; Hence their dangerousness and ferocity. These are
times of civilization collapse and as such, we must understand them and reflect on them.”
(Rouber, 2016).

It is a confusing time. Everything mingles. Either fights no longer make sense or they
end up refining the role of the hegemonic power, which denies human beings, but that
contradictorily reaffirm them in their speeches. It is a time in which it is urgent, as it was
stated by Hugo Zemelman, the recovery of the subject, who is located in certain contexts
being able to effectively transform, to ask oneself, and to question the context, but especially,
with the ability of really committing oneself and taking one’s responsibility such as Camilo
Torres Restrepo claimed ( 50 years after his death) when he spoke about the “Effective love”,
the love that transforms, that which is effective, which not only reflects and characterizes,
but which is vitally and existentially committed.

The hegemonic model imposes different forms and more and more it becomes media oriented,
but what does not vary is the direct or indirect use of force, of physical violence. This model
goes step forward, with its economic reading marked by profit, accumulation, permanent
growth and its speech revolves around development as its religion, progress as its ethics, an
ethics trapped in the discourse of the market, dynamics that give rise to the advancement
of major infrastructure projects, which require greater speed, greater management; in this
universe the human being is lost, is trapped, like nature, it is a resource that matters in so
far as allows such a “progress”, such a “development.”

For example, the extractive economy, the manner how the international market retakes
presence by reactivating various treaties, which end up favoring multinationals over
the traditional way of extracting the resource to the point of reforming regulations and
generating, in the collective imaginary, the idea that such traditional practices of small
and medium-sized national mining are illegal and environmentally destructive activities,
and that such a situation will be saved only and exclusively by delivering the extraction
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activities to those who know and care for the environment, foreign multinationals, this is
an example of the aforementioned (Juarez, 2016). The model learned from experience and
today it is presented to us with different faces, such as being “green,” “eco-logical.”

This reality leads to important impacts in the communities, regionally, locally, right there,
at the same time. They articulate different and multiple answers, which are designed from
the communities and attempt to define their place in the defense of good living.

These processes, which are generated from the local communities, although they advance
at different speeds, they acquire a special value in so far as they claim values, principles
that allow us to “be human” and which require to “integrate nature as a political entity.”

It is worth saying that while communities reflect, propose, and articulate, they try at all
costs to survive the impacts that this model brings along. This model starts accommodating
and learning from such struggles, generating, in this way, new dynamics of domination
even with a friendly face.

It had been warned for some time, for example, that it is water the resource for which we
would be witnessing new global orders, new divisions and dynamics of repositioning of
capitals. Today, it is an overwhelming reality. Water and public utilities are axes of dispute,
including the dynamics, which have been generated with regard to a conception of the
provision of utility services, which are moved under the dynamics of private interests, as
it is stated by Professor Luis Alfredo Bohérquez Caldera (Bohorquez Caldera, 2016), Irene
Piedrahita Arcila, Carolina Pefia Padierna (Piedrahita Arcila & Pefia Padierna, 2016) and
Alfonso Insuasty (Insuasty Rodriguez , 2016) in their texts.

It is the population and the communities, which suffer directly from the impact of the
model, but still they continue resisting and making proposals from their feelings, thinking,
always looking for own alternatives and, at the same time, demanding institutions that they
be taken into account, such is the case of the struggles that victims of this armed conflict,
which has been developed in Colombia, propose to the way the issue of the recovery of
memory for historical truth has been understood and how the repair has been developing
from an essentially compensatory approach, thus avoiding the recovery of the social fabric,
which makes the defense of the territories possible and thus, the generation of diverse
and pluralistic projects and life plans (Villa Gémez & Insuasty Rodriguez, 2016); (Moreno
Camacho & Diaz Rico, 2016).

In this situation, it is important to combine multiple efforts, from the academy, the
educational proposals, within and outside the system, the academic and popular research,
from the organizing strengthening, mobilization, from the articulation of the different active
forces of society in order to rescue the value of social and community proposals, as well as
its culture, life and existence. In this context, Afredo Ghiso says, “the dialogues and the
exchanges, then, have not been, nor are alien to these contexts, and it is in them that the
theoretical, methodological, and practical references of current proposals for training of
social educators and projects of critical social pedagogy, have been configuring, in Latin
America.” (Ghiso, 2016).

And it is in this sense that proposals like the recovery of the memory and from the
communities that they play an important role. That which gives them identity and which
still survives is the case of experiences raised in relation to the recovery of nutritional
practices of some families located in the Commune Eight of Medellin (Colombia). In order
for them to understand their conditions of possibility in the African descent community that
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by personal, group, cultural, political, or economic factors, have been forced to migrate to
a context different from theirs, where their practices and lifestyles have undergone some
changes (Alvarez Torres, et al., 2016).

The Franciscan philosophy proposes alternatives based on the human being, the recovery
of values, such as fraternity, hospitality, respect for difference, by sister nature, the value of
the encounter, of truth and, and it demands from those who may assume it as a movement
of their will, the serious and strong commitment in the defense of life, on the other, of the
collective.
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
